Crime:
Battery:  14th and Church, 9-26-09, 0702 hrs.

Police responded to a fight in progress.  When they arrived, they found a man standing on the corner bleeding from a wound to his hand, his face had abrasions and his right eye was swelling.  The man told officers he was walking on Church Street when a stranger approached him and for no apparent reason threw coffee on him and punched him in the face telling him. “What are you going to do about it, bitch?”  The man told officers that he began to wrestle with the suspect in the intersection of Church and Market, but the suspect broke free and ran away northbound on Church.
