Crime:
Stolen Vehicle Pursuit, (arrest made):  26th and Church, 9-05-09, 1726 hrs.
While on routine patrol, Lt. Ed Santos assigned to Mission Station, observed a green Honda Accord at the intersection of Mission and 24th Street traveling at a high rate of speed.  The lieutenant ran the license plate of the vehicle and the computer query revealed the car had been reported stolen.  Making a u-turn, the Santos radioed dispatch of his observations along with a description of the occupant and the car’s direction of travel.  Several units responded to the area and officers soon spotted the car southbound on Mission at 23rd.   Giving chase, officers pursued the fleeing car with lights and sirens blaring as it wound through Capp Street, running stop signs and traveling in excess of 50 miles per hour.  As the stolen vehicle neared Folsom and Cesar Chavez, the chase was canceled in accordance with police policy as supervisors determined the pursuit was becoming too reckless.  Officers stopped chasing the vehicle at Folsom and last saw it turn westbound on Cesar Chavez. A short time later, however, dispatch advised officers a resident on the 1300 blk of Noe Street called to report a man driving a green Honda had abruptly parked in front of her house and got of the car and started running.  The resident gave the license of the car and it matched the car involved in the pursuit.  Officers quickly responded to the area, and found the suspect walking on Church near 26th Street and took him into custody at gun point. The suspect, 24, was taken to Mission Station where he was booked for driving a stolen vehicle, driving with a suspended license, numerous traffic violations including reckless driving and speeding, evading police, probation violation and an outstanding warrant for $10,000.

Battery:  Market and Castro, 9-04-09, 0843 hrs.

While walking on Castro Street toward Market, a man was suddenly hit on the back from behind by another man.  As he turned to see what was gong on, the assailant pushed him again, this time the force of the blow caused him to fall to the sidewalk.  “Gays should go to hell.” the suspect mumbled.  The victim, who was not seriously injured during the assault saw a police officer near-by and flagged her down pointing out the suspect.  The officer caught up to the attacker and commanded him to stop asking if he was involved in an altercation. The detained man replied that he was a doctor and he was being stalked because he was gay by religious people and the FBI was investigating his case.  After further investigation, the officer determined the man was in need of care and transported him to San Francisco General Hospital for a psychiatric evaluation. 
Discharging a Firearm: 1300 blk of Valencia, 9-06-09, 0325 hrs.

A man awoke to a sound of a loud gun shot which he later described to police officers as sounding like an “earthquake.”  Shaken, he turned on the lights in his bedroom and checked on his wife and small son who were sleeping in another bed in the same room.  Seeing everyone was alright, the man looked around and discovered a hole in the floor about six inches away from his bed.  Directly above the hole in the floor was another hole in the ceiling.  Shaken, he called 911.  As officers arrived they found a man outside the small duplex getting ready to ride away on a motorcycle and asked if he lived near-by and if he had heard a gun shot.  The man told officers he lived in the bottom unit but had heard nothing.  Officers detained the man for further investigation and examined the hole in the floor of the victim’s bedroom and determined the shot could have only been fired upwards.  The officers again asked the detained man if he knew anything about the gun shot and he confessed that he had accidentally fired a handgun while inside his apartment, located directly below the victim’s apartment. Officers entered his unit and located a .44 caliber Remington Magnum tucked between cushions of a sofa.  The suspect, 23, changed his story about how the firearm accidentally discharged, stating first that the gun was inside the holster when it was fired, but when officers pointed out there was no damage to the holster, he changed the story again, saying he had taken it out of the holster and accidentally discharged it while moving it.  Officers transported the suspect to Mission Station, where he was booked for discharging a firearm in a grossly negligent manor and delaying a police investigation.
Other Incidents in the Area:

Fraud:  3600 blk of Market, 9-04-09, 1840 hrs (rprtd)

A man received a letter from the Internal Revenue Service stating he owed back taxes from when he worked in Washington State.  The man, who had never lived or worked in Washington, contacted the IRS and informed them his social security number must have been fraudulently used.  The IRS representative advised the man to file a police report and send it to their office for further investigation.

Theft:  Fronting Safeway, 2020 Market, 9-02-09, 1845 hrs. (rprtd)

While shopping inside of Safeway, a woman locked her front wheel of her $650 black Specialized bicycle to a bike rack.  When she returned about ten minutes later, the front wheel of her bike was still locked to the bike rack, but her bike was gone.   There are no known suspects.

Theft:  400 blk of Noe, 8-30-09, 1430 hrs (rprtd)

While attending a garage sale, a woman momentarily put her purse down.  When she returned it was gone.  Inside her purse was a cell phone, numerous credit cards and about $120.  She texted the cell phone pleading for the thieves to please mail her ID. Surprisingly, someone texted back, “OK.”    A check on Craig’s list had several of her style of phones for sale but unknown if one of them was hers.  The woman provided police with the serial number and canceled her credit cards.
