Crime Reports:
Burglary:  Unit blk of Danvers, 11-05-09, 2045 hrs.

While on routine patrol, two officers saw two men standing on the third floor of some scaffolding outside an apartment building. One of them was carrying a large TV.  The officers lit up the building with the patrol car’s spot lights and the two suspects started to run.  Both suspects slid down the side of the scaffolding on to the sidewalk where they were quickly taken into custody by the officers without further incident.  “We were just up there drinking when I saw the open window.” one of the suspects explained to the officers.  “I’ve been having a hard time lately.”  Upon searching the suspect’s pockets, officers found a pair of scissors, a cut extension cord and a computer mouse. Robbery: 220 blk of Sanchez, 11-07-09, 0343 hrs.

After a night of drinking in the Castro, a man met another man on the corner of 18th and Sanchez.  The two engaged in conversation and the man invited his new acquaintance back to his apartment.  Shortly after arriving, the two sat on the sofa and both of them agreed to have consensual sex.  Afterward, the man asked the resident where he kept his lap top.  “I don’t have a lap top I only have a desk top.” The resident replied.  Angry, the stranger picked up a glass bowl off the coffee table and threw it at the resident striking him in the mouth, splitting his lip.  The suspect then forcibly took the resident to the bedroom where he rummaged through dresser drawers and took a lap top, a cell phone, headphones and a bag containing a digital camera.  He then grabbed the victim and walked him to a closet where the suspect took another camera.  The suspect then forced the victim to the kitchen and opened numerous drawers looking for valuables.  Fearing for his life, the victim did not fight back and complied with the suspect’s demands.  After going through the apartment and taking what he wanted, the suspect left and the victim called 911. Officers soon arrived and searched the area for the suspect, described as African American, 25-27 years old, 6’0, 170 lbs, wearing a black LL Bean jacket, black shirt and black jeans, but could not find him.

Robbery:  19th and Church, 11-04-09, 0020 hrs.

While walking near the foot bridge in Dolores Park, a woman was approached by two men, one of whom was holding a knife.  “Give us your money.” the suspects demanded.  Fearing for her life, the woman handed over two twenty dollars.  “That’s all I have.” She said.  One of the suspects became angry and cut the woman on the forearm leaving a two inch gash and then tried to slash at her neck but the victim leaned backward avoiding the blow.  The suspects, described as white males in their twenties, took off running through the park toward 18th Street.  Officers responded to the park after receiving numerous calls of a woman screaming and found the victim walking on 18th Street. Officers searched the area for the suspects but could not find them.  The victim was taken to SFGH where she received stitches to her arm.

Robbery:  Church and 16th, 11-05-09, 1958 hrs.

A woman was walking on Church Street near 16th when she suddenly heard foot steps coming up from behind her.  As she turned to see who was there, two men pushed her from behind causing her to fall to the pavement.  The suspects took her cell phone and ran northbound on Church.
