Crime Reports:
Burglary Arrest Made:  Mereb Market, 696 Guerrero, 12-11-09, 0410 hrs.

Police responded to a burglary alarm at a small liquor store on the corner of 19th and Guerrero.  Upon arrival, the officers observed a ventilation window on the side of the building that had been shattered, glass lay on the sidewalk underneath the window.  Officers looked inside the shattered window with their flash lights and observed the cash register open and the coin divider lying on the floor next to the register. While on routine patrol, an officer observed a vehicle with a headlight out.  Upon running a computer query, the vehicle listed stolen.
