Crime Rpts:
Robbery w/Force:  18th and Valencia, 11-12-09, 2045 hrs.

A man was standing on the corner of Valencia and 18th Street when he was approached by four men whom surrounded him.  “We need one hundred dollars.” One of the men told him.  “I don’t have a hundred dollars.” the man replied.  Angry, one suspect reached into the man’s back pocket and took out his wallet retrieving a twenty dollar bill from the bi fold.  “This is all you have?”   The assailant asked and punched the victim with brass knuckles spiting his eye and knocking him to the ground.  The four suspects kicked the victim as he lay helpless on the sidewalk and then fled in an unknown direction.  A passing citizen saw the man bleeding with his wallet laying near-by. The citizen, who only spoke Spanish, returned the wallet to the victim and hailed a cab riding with the victim to St Luke’s Hospital where the victim received thirteen stitches to close the laceration above his left eye. The suspects were described as African American, twenty to twenty-five years old, one had shoulder length hair, and wore a grey shirt, burgundy polo jacket and tan pants with white shoes the other suspects wore black hooded sweatshirts and black baggy pants.
Robbery w/Force:  Pottery Barn p/lot, 2390 Market, 11-11-09, 0300 hrs.

Police responded to a report of a strong arm robbery.  When they arrived they met with the victim who told the officers after a night of drinking he was walking in the parking lot of Pottery Barn when he was approached by two men. The men didn’t say anything but started to punch him and pushed him to the ground.  One of the suspects forcibly took the paper bag the victim was holding which contained his cell phone, a wallet and about $250.  The suspects, described as Asian males, both about six feet tall were about 18-20 years old.  One robber wore a red hooded sweatshirt the other a black and blue sweat suit.  Both fled on foot in an unknown direction.  The victim was not seriously injured during the incident and refused medical treatment.
Robbery w/Force:  Duboce and Church Street, MUNI street car, 11-10-09, 1558 hrs.

While riding the MUNI- N Judah outbound, a woman was texting on her iPhone, when the coach pulled into the Church Street Station.  Suddenly, a man came from behind and snatched the iPhone out of her hands and ran off the street car.  The woman borrowed a fellow passenger’s cell phone and called the police as she watched the suspect cross Market Street toward Safeway where she lost sight of him.  Police responded to the area and searched for the suspect, described as a black male, between 20 and 29 years old, wearing a black baseball cap, black pants with green boxers showing underneath, but could not find him. 

Aggravated Assault:  Bagdad Café, 11-15-09, 0329 hrs.

Two men came into the restaurant and ordered breakfast.  After they had finished eating, the men ran out of the restaurant failing to pay the bill and got into a passing cab.  The waiter saw the ‘dine and dashers’ flee and went outside telling the cabby to stop, that his passengers had skipped out on the bill.  The cabby stopped and the suspects got out of the cab and started fighting with the waiter.  Seeing his employee being assaulted, the manager of the restaurant came out to defend him.  One of the suspects punched the manager and bit him several times on the arm screaming, “I have AIDS.  I have AIDS.”    The same suspect picked up an outside chair and threw it at the restaurant’s window attempting to break it.  The chair bounced off without shattering the glass but left numerous scratch marks.  Hearing the approaching sirens, the suspects threw money at the manager, more than enough to pay for the two meals and tried to run away.  Police arrived and caught the two brawling culprits taking them into custody.  One of the suspects, age 31, was booked for aggravated assault, battery, vandalism and drunk in public.  The other, age 34, was booked for battery and drunk in public. The manager received medical treatment for his injuries.   
Malicious Mischief:  Taqueria Zapata, 4150 18th Street, 11-13-09, 2312 hrs.

While waiting in line to order his food, for no apparent reason, a man slammed his hand against the counter glass divider separating the food from the line of customers.  The force of the blow broke the divider and shattered the glass partician.  The suspect ran out of the diner and the restaurant’s cook gave chase, pursuing the suspect on 18th toward 7/11. Fraud by Game or Trick:  4000 blk of 26th Street, 11-09-09, 1719 hrs (rprtd)
A landscaper became concerned for an elderly man that he cuts lawn for after the resident told him he thought he had been a victim of fraud.  The resident told his grass cutter he has received numerous calls over a period of seven months from individuals claiming he has won millions of dollars in prizes and all he had to do was send money to collect.  The landscaper was shocked when the resident showed him receipts from Western Union for cash totaling about sixty thousand dollars that he had sent the solicitors located abroad in Jamaica and Canada.  The landscaper urged the resident to call the police and report the incident.  Officers arrived and filed a report of fraud, forwarding a copy to Adult Protective Services.
