Crime:
Aggravated Assault:  25th and Castro, 8-2-09, 0145 hrs.

Police responded to a report of several people fighting in the intersection of 25th and Castro.  When they arrived, they saw numerous people, one woman was bleeding from her forehead.  “A woman cut me with a rock or something”   the woman told officers and pointed to another woman standing near-by.  Officers detained the suspect and asked her to tell her side of the story but she refused.  The woman was taken into custody and transported to Mission Station for further investigation. Officers responded and searched for the suspects, described as Hispanic, one was tall and thin and wore a red starter jacket, the other was tall as well but heavier, with negative results. While inside his home, a man heard his electric garage door open.  Looking out his window he observed two men run out of his garage carrying his tool box.
