7/13

1500hrs – A store had a female juvenile detained for shoplifting.  No arrest was made.  The grandmother was contacted and the juvenile was released to her by SFPD.  She was warned to not return to the store.

7/14

1535hrs – Received a call from a restaurant about a homeless person stealing food from tables. When I arrived at 1549hrs, the homeless person was already gone.

1556hrs – Received a call from a Bar.  There was a drunken person blocking the doorway of 438 Castro.  When I arrived, the drunken person appeared to be homeless.  I offered him a ride to a shelter, but he turned it down and walked away.

7/18

1727hrs – 3 naked men WMA’s walking around Market and Castro area in front of parents with children.  SFPD was notified and said they were notified before, but complained that the naked men were nowhere to be found each time they responded.

7/19

2030hrs – Responded to assist SFPD at address on 21st Street between So. Van Ness and Capp Street.  A 418 between mother and son.  Son is 59 years old and the mother is 86 years old.  Mother claimed he had mental problems, would not take his medicine, and was acting crazy.  SFPD determined he did not meet criteria for 5150.  After sorting it out, the son agreed not to upset his mother and would take his medicine so she won’t call SFPD.

7/20

1410hrs – Called to a restaurant at 24th.  “811’’ male on the side causing a disturbance.  Sent on his way.

1600hrs – Assisted Muni to remove a streetcar after the streetcar driver was taken ill.  Traffic control at 17th and Hartford, and Castro.

1640hrs – Backed up the 3043 on alarm call at the 400 block of Jersey Street.  Housekeeper left front door open.  I did a walk through and all was clear.

1700hrs – Market St. – Removed camper from the rear of a Hotel.

1800hrs – Removed aggressive “917” male who was throwing objects and yelling at people.  Told 917 that if he returned I would take more serious measures to have him banned from the area.

1820hrs – 811 male removing papers from paper racks at Harvey Milk Plaza.  I made him put papers back and moved him along.

2150hrs – Dispatch called.  A 917 at the park at 17th and Market.  Unable to locate.

7/21

1515hrs – “811” male moved along from 2450 Mission Street.

1600hrs – Met with Beat officer at 24th and Stanley.  She told me about an animal abuse case I should be aware of.

1710hrs – Assisted PD with “578” accident at Castro and Market.

1730hrs – I moved along an “811-800” male from the Plaza.

1800hrs – Had to use force to open public restroom door at the standard station at Castro and Market Street.  Person inside refused to open the door when ordered to.  The suspect, a black male 6’1’’ and 145 lbs, was in the restroom with his bike.  He claimed to be changing.  I noticed a used needle and other drug related material on the floor of the bathroom.  I admonished the suspect and told him not to return.
7/23

1700hrs – While conducting a routine patrol at a restaurant in the Mission. I was directed to an elderly Hispanic male who was being disruptive inside the restaurant. I escorted the subject out of the restaurant where he was advised not to return.

2000hrs – I responded to Jane Warner Plaza on a report of someone putting up a tent in the middle of the plaza.  Upon my arrival, I contacted the individual, a white male adult.  I advised him that he could not set up his tent in the middle of the plaza. He informed me that he was attempting to sell his tent and that he set it up for advertisement purposes.  He then complied and took the tent down.

2230hrs – I received a call from a Bar that an intoxicated individual was outside the bar being disruptive. Upon my arrival, the subject who is described as a white male adult boarded a San Francisco Municipal Railway Bus and continued being disruptive.  I boarded the bus and contacted the suspect who appeared to have a bottle of wine in his hand.  I removed the bottle from him and escorted the suspect off the bus. I then notified the Communications Center and advised them that I had the suspect and I needed an SFPD officer to assist.  Due to three emergency situations that occurred simultaneously there were no SFPD officers available to assist and the suspect had to be released.

0000hrs – I responded to a Hotel on a report of a suspicious person entering the rear of the hotel.  Upon my arrival, I meet with hotel Security.  We proceeded to room XXX where we contacted the guest and it was determined that the suspect was visiting a guest and used his credit card to gain access to the property.  The suspect was warned not to enter the property with unauthorized cards.

0020hrs – I received a call from the PSP officer at a Bar advising me that a male had just been assaulted and that the (RP) reporting person wanted to press charges.  Upon my arrival, the RP was (GOA) gone on arrival.

0030hrs – I received a call that the hot dog venders had set up their stand at 18th and Castro.  Upon my arrival, I made contact and advised them to remove the hot dog stand. They complied and departed a short time later.

0103hrs – I received a call from a Club to assist with a disruptive patron who was swinging at the Club Security personnel.  Upon my arrival, I escorted the disruptive patron out of the building where he continued to make threats towards me.  I followed the subject until I was sure he was far enough away from the club and would not cause any more disturbances.     

7/24
1630hrs – I received a call from a PSP Officer requesting assistance with an individual who appeared to be acting strange inside a Store on Harrison.    Upon my arrival, we approached the individual who is described as a white male adult with a thin build.  When he saw us approaching him, he ran out of the store.  

2230hrs – I received a call at a Club of a fight in progress just outside the club.  Upon my arrival, I contacted three white male adults.  They informed me that a male who he described as a white male adult with a thin build who attempted to take his wallet punched him in the face.  They stated that the suspect had just run west on Market St. I immediately began a search of the area for the suspect with negative results. I asked the victim if he wanted to file a report and he declined.

0200hrs – I observed the hot dog venders at 2270 Market St. and 2399 Market St selling hot dogs without acquiring the necessary permits. I advised them to shut their stand down or have their cart confiscated.  They complied and shut down the hot dog stand.  

7/25

1509hrs – Received a call from a Shop that a homeless person was trashing the plaza area in front of his store.  I responded and made contact with the homeless person.  I told him to stay away from the plaza area.  I also talked with the storekeeper and told him to contact me if he came back.

2010hrs – Received a call from (415) xxx-xxxx that 2 juveniles were consuming alcohol while sitting on the new benches by the flagpole at Harvey Milk Station.  I contacted them, confiscated the alcohol, tossed it, and told them to leave the area.  I informed (415) xxx-xxxx that I handled it.

7/26

1505hrs – Responded to a store on Market.  A BFA came in earlier this morning and threatened staff and an employee directly.  In the confusion she was able to pull out a bag that she had with her and take several bottles of body lotions of the shelves.  She left the store without paying, and no one tried to stop her.  Apparently, she was very large and intimidating, wore black pants and a black windbreaker jacket, and had her hair tied back.  SFPD was not notified.  I informed the store that if she returned, to call SFPD and us.

1602hrs – Received a call from a Gas Station about a homeless BMA trying to sell carton of cigarettes to people on the property.  I responded and talked to the storekeeper.  She pointed him out.  I talked to him and he got up and left the area without a word.  I told her that if he returns, to call me.
7/27

1400hrs – Received call about two naked men sitting in the plaza at 17th and Market Street.  No laws were broken.  Contact made.  Couple complied and put on their pants.

1438hrs – Call from dispatch about “917” sleeper on the sidewalk at Castro and Market.  Made contact with 917.  He moved along.

1510hrs – “811” male in a Bar at 24th.  Suspect threw a drink at the barkeeper.  Suspect claims he was beaten up by two male customers in the bar, but was unable to determine who did what to whom.  Suspect was sent on his way and told not to return.

1850hrs – Call from Alarm Company for ATM at XXXX Mission Street.  Responded.  No activity.  ATM reset itself.  It was caused by the power outage in the area.

2200hrs – Bar  on Castro Street- Doorman called. Disturbed person at the door refused to leave.  Suspect leaving bar when I arrived. Doorman said she says she has a gun.  She also told the bartender she “had a gun and knew how to use it.”  We detained the suspect and called for backup.  Suspect said she has a license to carry a gun.  PD arrived and took suspect into custody.  There was no gun.  PD 5150 her.

7/28

1405hrs – Aided homeless woman with information on emergency housing and got her to a shelter for the day.

1520hrs – Verbal argument at cab stand on Castro & 18th Street.  Sent both drivers away.

1605hrs – 909 told me of a “811” 5150 picking up garbage from the street and tearing flyers off the street poles.  When I saw it was “XXXX” [man who is currently threatening to sue the SFPSP and SFPD] I did not engage! He was in the company of a well-known homeless man.

2100hrs – Call from a Bar on 18th Street.  Two people, 1 male, 1 female, both are drunk and they bring in their own booze! Arrived in less than 5 min G.D.A.

2115hrs – Removed panhandler from an establishment on Castro.

2130hrs – Removed a 917 panhandler from in front of Bank of America.

2200hrs – More 917 panhandlers, approximately 10 male and female, on the 400 block of Castro Street.  They took up the entire sidewalk.  Some complied to move along some did not.  SFPD helped to move the rest

7/29

1800hrs. – Aggressive panhandler in front of Walgreen's

1930hrs. – Drunk/refusing to leave a Bar

2145hrs. – Confronted by XXXXX near 440 Castro, he moved when ordered

2230hrs. – Same aggressive panhandler IFO Walgreen's.  Moved - again
1800-2000 – Protest at 24th/Mission about the repeal of the AZ immigration law to the 9th Court. The protest continued along the West side of Mission to 16th Street and concluded without incident. 

2036 HRS – Received a call from the bouncer at a bar of an unwanted guest within. This individual, heard over the phone, was an irate BFA. Bouncer followed her from the bar, across the street to Cliff's Variety, and to the Mixx (bar). The individual departed the Castro area along 18th Street. 

2348 HRS – Received a call from a Bar/Restaurant. Unidentified WMA, roughly 25-27yo, standing 5'10"-6' tall; carrying a large brown satchel bag observed by employees taking a full inexpensive bottle of wine. A search of the area resulted in no contact with said individual. He is known to frequent the area of Noe/Market. Cameras within establishment may have caught a glimpse of subject. 

0035HRS – Fight at a Nightclub resulting in one taken into custody by security staff. SFPD was summoned. A check of subject, HMA, resulting in no warrants nor arrest record. Subject 849B'd and sent on way.
0030Hrs – I received a call from a Nightclub of a fight in progress inside the club on the dance floor.  Upon my arrival, I assisted the club Security Personnel in removing two Hispanic males, one of whom was involved in the altercation.  Both individuals were assisted outside, where one of them swung at one of the Security Personnel and he had to be subdued and taken to the ground, while subduing the individual a PSP Officer accidentally bumped heads with one of the club Security Personnel causing him to receive a small cut over his left eye. After subduing the suspect, the San Francisco Police Department was called in to assist us. Upon there arrival, a discussion was made not to file charges against the suspect for assault and battery.  He was then released by SFPD. 

7/30
There were no calls for service in the Mission District.  I maintained a high visibility in the Castro District due to the bars and clubs in the area that experience a high crime volume in their place of business.       

7/31
1600Hrs: I noticed that traffic was getting backed up at the corner of McAllister and Fulton.  As I drove closer, I noticed a (BMA) Black Male Adult in a wheelchair standing up urinating in the middle of the street.  While doing so, he was blocking traffic.  Vehicles had to drive around him to avoid hitting him.  I pulled over and made contact with the suspect.  The suspect had no reasonable explanation for blocking traffic and urinating in the street.  He was then warned that if continued to disrupted traffic and comet lewd and unsanitary acts in public. He would be arrested.          

1925Hrs: I received a call from a restaurant on 24th Mission asking me to respond to two suspicious people inside the restaurant sleeping at a table.  Upon my arrival, the manager met me as I pulled up.  He then directed me to (BMA) Black Male Adult and a (WFA) White Female Adult sleeping at one of the tables.  I made contact with both individuals and introduced myself as a SFPSP Officer. I then advised both of them that if they were not eating at the restaurant, they would have to leave.  They then got up from the table and left the restaurant without incident.

0140Hrs I received a call from a Nightclub to assist in removing an intoxicated male from inside the club.  Upon my arrival, I met with club Security Personnel.  I then assisted an intoxicated male down the stairway of the club.
